De nuevo una catéstrofe medioambiental se ceba sobre una de las zonas mas
importantes del mundo, tanto en su condicion de reserva excepcional de
especies, como en la de proveedora del oxigeno que regenera el aire que
respiramos.

El dafio hecho ya a la Amazonia por
las explotaciones madereras, mineras o agricolas poco respetuosas con el
medio ambiente se ha sumado a los efectos de El Nifio para facilitar la extension
imparable del fuego. Por si eso fuera poco, una serie de problemas burocraticos
y politicos, absurdos dada la magnitud del desastre, han dificultado la lucha
contra las llamas.

Se trata de una terrible tragedia, en primer lugar para los paises directamente
involucrados, especialmente Brasil y después Venezuela y Guyana, pero
también para el resto del mundo, porgue el aire que respiramos se regenera y
limpia gracias a las grandes extensiones verdes de la Tierra,
independientemente de su adscripcion territorial. La atmdsfera no sabe de
fronteras y su salud o enfermedad son fenbmenos globales.

En ese sentido, seria imprescindible que la opinion mundial y los gobiernos de
todos los paises se movilizardn para acudir en ayuda de quienes se ven
sacudidos_por este tipo de catastrofes. Del mismo modo que la comunidad
internacional interviene para atajar conflictos armados en tal o cual parte del
mundo, pareceria conveniente disponer de organismos de intervencion en caso
de desastres medioambientales que, a la postre, a todos nos afectan. Eso si,
gue actuaran con algo mas de rapidez que la que es usual en este tipo de
decisiones.

Everyone knows that air pollution is bad. Global warming and climate
change are the result of greenhouse gases in the air. Many diseases are caused
by pollution. Now scientists have discovered another problem: your brain is
changed by dirty air, too.

In a recent study, a group of mice was exposed to polluted air six hours a
day, five days a week. The pollution was similar to the pollution from cars and
factories. After ten months, the mice were tested. Their memory was affected by
the dirty air, their ability to learn was changed and they showed signs of
depression. So what about the millions of people living in big cities around the
world? They are exposed to dirty air every day for 70 or 80 years. Are their brains
affected in a similar way?

Almost 1,000 adults were examined in a ten-year study. According to the
results of the study, air pollution makes your brain smaller. This affects your ability
to think and remember things. It makes your brain act “old” early.

Children from large cities were followed by other teams. In a study of Boston
schoolchildren, students from polluted areas didn’t do well in memory tests and
IQ tests. Air pollution also caused attention problems and nervousness in children
from New York.

How can people living in these polluted areas protect themselves? They can
wear special masks, buy special machines to clean the air in their homes — or
move to cleaner areas. But a better solution is for us to remember: cleaning up
our cities isn’t just about the paper and bottles littering our streets. To really make

a change, we need to start at the beginning — with the air.
